Installation Instructions for Hexagon Roof Peak Cap

6.1 Shingled Roof Sealant Application

Apply a generous bead of high-quality roofing sealant 1” inside the marked outline. If your roof design
creates gaps or uneven surfaces, also apply sealant where the cap will meet each roof facet to prevent
water intrusion.

6.2 Standing Seam Metal Roof Sealant Application

For standing seam metal roofs, this cap sits on top of the standing seams. Between standing seams, add
foam filler pieces to seal under the cap. On top of standing seams which have a flat surface, add roofing
sealant.

Step 7: Secure the Cap

Place the peak cap onto the roof, aligning it precisely with your marks. Fasten the cap using screws with
rubber washers (of appropriate lengths), through holes in each facet of the hexagon cap. Drive the
fasteners until snug, but avoid over-tightening, which can warp the cap or damage the roofing material.



Step 8: Trim and Add Ridge Shingles or Metal Ridge Covers

Step 8.1 Ridge Shingles for Shingled Roofs

On Shingled Roofs, install new Ridge Shingles. The ridge shingles should overlap the hexagon cap 3” or
more. Apply roof sealant under the upper edges of the ridge shingles to seal between the cap and ridge
shingles.

Step 8.2 Metal Ridge Caps

On metalroofs, trim the top end of the metal ridge cap so the metal ridge cap touches the top surfaces of
the hexagon cap. Apply roof sealant under the metal ridge cap ends to seal between the hexagon cap and
the metalridge cap.

Step 9: Inspect and Adjust

Using a level, check that the cap sits evenly atop the peak. Adjust fasteners or add shims if needed.
Inspect all seams and edges, ensuring there are no gaps. Touch up with additional sealantwhere
required.

Step 10: Finishing Touches

Your hexagon roof peak cap is painted black. If desired, you can spray new paint on top of the black paint
on the cap. If repainting, allow time for drying before exposing the roof to the elements.

e Periodically inspect the cap for signs of rust, corrosion, or loose fasteners.

e Check sealantintegrity after severe weather and reapply as needed.
